  The Church and my family are very much 
aware that the power of prayers really and 
truly work even in this sinful world. We are 
sure of God’s providence and so thankful for 
you coming into our lives, giving us blessing 
and hope in our Lord Jesus Christ. Especially 
at a time when we were tempted, tried, and 
made to wonder. We may ask ourselves why 
these things have happened yet by faith 
understand that as phrased in this gospel 
song we sing "Farther along weõll know more 
about it, Farther along weõll understand 

why." 
  This quoted song reminds us that the 
devil is all around looking for who he may 
devour. But because of Christ our salvation 
and defender, we’re living and persevering 
today.  
 We are not afraid of the devil’s schemes 
against us. We have been made conquerors 
in Christ Jesus.  
 Therefore we will report the following: 
Missionary Continues, Evangelism On The 
Rise, and Mission Plan 2017.  
 Now let us patiently read through these 
reports one after the other. 
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 The Missionary Continues (whether the Devil 
likes it or not).  

"Put on the full armor of God so that you 
stand against the tactics of the devil” (Eph 6:11-
12). Many Christians may or may not believe this 
divine statement to be real and truly practical. 
The devil and his angels fight with the strong 
soldiers of Christ. How much concern does evil 
have for those who do not take this literally?  

As many of you know Nathanael (my son) 
and I were in a severe car wreck when traveling 
to Lafia on a missionary trip. The wreck was 
caused by a mechanical failure that there really is 
no good explanation for except for the following. 
Drugs are a bad problem here in Nigeria and they 
are particularly bad in the area of transportation. 
This of course is the biggest tool used in the drug 
trade. Exposure, access and drug dealer 
intentions have many of the mechanics and 
drivers users of these hard drugs. We think this is 
the most probable reason of the mechanical 
catastrophe in the car we were in. 

Nathanael was badly injured on his left 
arm and hand. Some doctors recommended 
amputation. Others said if the money is there 
surgery is possible that could return some use of 
his arm and hand. From the 7th-31st October 
2016 we went to two different hospitals and were 
finally admitted at the Abuja Teaching Hospital. 
Nathanael went through three different 
surgeries. At the time of this writing he is still at 
the hospital. In general he is responding to the 
surgeries and medications.  



 

                     

 
I was down for one and half months 

because of internal injuries. Today I consider 
myself healed. 

We are grateful for your prayers and the 
gifts. This helps us in reinforcing our strong 
hope and faith in Christ. We are truly the family 
of Christ here on earth. God bless you all.  

It may surprise you to hear that some 
people openly came out to express their 
dissatisfaction that I did not die in this accident. 
They did not want to see this missionary live.  

We need your continued fervent prayers 
and support on a daily bases for missionaries of 
Christ. The more they don’t want to see 
Christians, the more we multiple in thousand 
folds. Evangelism continues whether the devil 
likes it or not. 

 
EVANGELISM ON THE RISE. In our previous 

newsletter it was reported that Alhaji and 
Alhaja Abdul Salam were baptized and their 
daughter missed from home, but later found. 
At the time of this report in December 2016 
"no one knows" where this family escaped to 
for their dear lives. The Jihadists vowed to 
murder them if they continued in their new 
faith in Christ. This family needs our prayers. 

 Isn't it so true that the devil is roaring up 
and down looking for who to devour? May God 
deliver us from his hands in every minute of our 
lives here on earth.  

The days of Christianity in the Northern 
Nigeria is still in a dark stage that needs more 
prayers and commitments to preaching of the 
Word. Satan and his workers are restless in 
planning and financing their evils to look like 
good in the eyes of innocent souls. We live 
among them, so keep on praying for us in this 
struggling.  

In the last quarter of 2016 we had: 

¶ 20 Bible studies which are ongoing 
resulting in Monday Icha being baptized.  

¶ There was mobile evangelism on 5th 
November 2016. 

¶ The Christian education series at Kuje 
church on 18 September 2016. 

¶ Adult literacy class at Steward Model 
School closed for Christmas break. 

¶ Two were baptized at SBS Jos September 
2016. 

¶ In 2016 we reported and prayed for 
introducing new methods of evangelizing 
to Northern Nigeria. God in his mercies 
answered our prayers and Healing Hands 
International in collaboration with 
Community Communicators launched the 
drip irrigation workshop in Abuja. 

 

MISSION PLAN 2017. It is evident that by 
the grace of God we will continue from our last 
workshop on food security organized by Healing 
Hands International in collaboration with 
Community Communicators. Community 
Communicators is our new Non-Governmental 
Organization registered by Nigeria Government 
but headed by Christians as the Board of 
Trustees. It is also a part of our Tentmaker 
planning. 

Our rural and urban evangelism titled One 
Family One Garden is aimed at training the 
citizens on drip irrigation. These workshops will 
be given to those from Cities to rural villages in 
the north central area over the next three years 
(2017-2020). This plan comprises of adult 
literacy, preachers training, Sunday school 
teacher training and marriage/family teaching. In 
summary you can call this a more complete 
approach designed specifically for those of 
Northern Nigeria.  
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We must be about improving all of the 
person's life including their physical, 
emotional, mental as well as their spiritual 
well being with our Christian education 
programs.  

We will need a truck for these 
movements. Is there anyone who will kindly 
donate a truck for this noble purpose?
