The love of God is hard for us to comprehend
at times because its unconditionality is foreign
to the world that we live in. The world looks at
love as disposable, corruptible, and (in some
cases) worthless. However, our God is defined
as love (1 John 4:7) and demands that His
people be a people known for their love for
others (John 13:35).

It has been offered at weddings, births,
baptisms, and even funerals -- 1 Corinthians 13.
It is usually held up as the goal for every
married couple to reach and for every parent to
hold on to when it comes to their children.
However, if someone looks at this passage of
Scripture in its actual context, they would find
that Paul is writing about how the church
should operate and then mentions this type of
love as the driving force behind these
actions/operations. This is not done as part of a
'membership drive' or a 'fundraiser' for
something at the physical building, but rather
this type of love that the church should have
for its members and those in its community
comes from the fact that we are controlled by
the very love of Jesus Christ (2 Corinthians
5:14).

As we look into this familiar passage today, I
pray that we see it with fresh eyes and a

renewed focus. -SW
